
Amígdala La amígdala es una 
masa de núcleos con forma de 
almendra localizada en la par-
te profunda del lóbulo temporal 
del cerebro. Es una estructura 
perteneciente al sistema límbico 
que juega un papel en muchas 
de nuestras emociones y motiva-
ciones, particularmente aquellas 
relacionadas con la supervivencia.

Afasia Perdida parcial o total de 
la habilidad para articular ideas o 
comprender el lenguaje hablado o 
escrito causada por daños cere-
brales que resultan de una lesión 
o enfermedad.

Declaración de Cambridge  
Un documento  emitido en 2012 
por un promiente grupo de neu-
rocientíficos, neurofarmacólogos, 
neurofisiólogos, neuroanatomistas 
y neurocientíficos computacio-
nales, el cual especifica que los 
animales no humanos, al igual que 
los humanos, tienen conciencia. 

Corteza cingulada un componente 
del sistema límbico del cerebro, 
responsable de producir respues-
tas emocionales a las sensaciones 
físicas de dolor.

Lóbulo parietal La parte central de 
cada hemisferio cerebral, ubicada 
detrás del surco central del cerebro.

Pergaminos sagrados En las pe-
lículas del Planeta de los Simios, 
los Pergaminos Sagrados son las 
escrituras sagradas que contienen 
los códigos sociales de los Simios 
y dan testimonio de sus origines 
como civilización.

Amygdala The amygdala is an 
almond shaped mass of nuclei 
located deep within the temporal 
lobe of the brain. It is a limbic  
system structure that is involved  
in many of our emotions and  
motivations, particularly those that 
are related to survival.

Aphasia: Partial or total loss of the 
ability to articulate ideas or compre-
hend spoken or written language, 
resulting from damage to the brain 
caused by injury or disease.

Cambridge Declaration:  
A document produced in 2012, 
signed by a prominent group  
of cognitive neuroscientists,  
neuropharmacologists,  
neurophysiologists, neuro-
anatomists and computational 
neuroscientists, that states that 
non-human animals, as well as  
humans, have consciousness.

Cingulated cortex: a component of 
the limbic system of the brain, re-
sponsible for producing emotional 
responses to physical sensations 
of pain.

Forbidden Zone  In Planet of the 
Apes films, the Forbidden Zone 
was territory that citzens of Ape 
City could not enter. The ruins of 
human civilization were located in 
The Forbidden Zone.

Hominoid The biological super-
family Hominoidea, including all 
modern great apes andhumans 
and a number of their extinct  
ancestors and relatives.

Homo/Pan/Papio Genus  
Family subdivisions of primates:  
Humans fall into the Homo genus, 
Chimpanzees are in the Pan  
genus, and Baboons are in the 
Papio genus.

Parietal Lobe The middle part of 
each cerebral hemisphere behind 
the central sulcus.

Sacred Scrolls In the Planet of the 
Apes films, the Sacred Scrolls are the 
holy scriptures that detail the Apes 
social codes and provide an account 
of their origins as a civilization. 

Terra Earth.
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
